LGSETA B TECH BURSARIES FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT EMPLOYEES

This is the sixth year that Local Government SETA (LGSETA) made grant funds available for bursaries for technicians employed within the infrastructure and service delivery sector in local government.  The South African Institution of Civil Engineering (SAICE) has been appointed to administer this scheme.  

Bursaries are offered in:

· B Tech Civil Engineering (Urban, Water, Transportation Engineering )
· B Tech Mechanical Engineering

· B Tech Electrical Engineering

Who can apply?
· Technicians that wish to upgrade their qualifications from National Diploma in engineering to B Tech Engineering
· South African citizens
· Meet the admission requirements for your chosen field of study at the University of Technology
Criteria for applications:

· Be permanently in the employment of a local government entity

· Preference be given to previously disadvantaged, women and disabled candidates, however no candidate is excluded

· 5 years post diploma experience

· Average of not less than 55% for S4 and 60% for subjects in which the candidate wishes to specialise
What will LGSETA expect from the beneficiaries and the municipality?

· The municipality employing the individual agrees to release them on study leave for block releases

· The beneficiaries are required to remain within the employ of the local government sector for a two year period after completion of their studies

· The beneficiaries are required to sign a contract with the LSGETA  
· The municipality employing the beneficiary agrees to put in place appropriate mentorship structures in the form of a technical person
· The beneficiaries would not be a recipient of any other form of bursary or employee educational assistance for the duration of the LGSETA bursary

What does the bursary cover?

· Registration fees

· Tuition fees

· Examination fees

· A fixed amount per academic semester for prescribed books

· Other costs (necessary and required costs as may be applied for and approved at LGSETA's sole discretion) e.g. to attend a course in concrete technology; calculators, etc.
